Students for Charity
Students for Charity (SFC) began in 2000 in partnership with The Shenango Valley Foundation; now know as the Community Foundation, to apply for matching funds through fundraising to help needy individuals and families in our local area. This is our eighth year working with the Foundation.

SFC is a committee of 12 students chosen for their interests in community service and represents every grade level in the high school. Two eighth grade students from the middle school student council may also serve on the committee. The committee can coordinate, plan, and participate in community service projects for the school, the community, and individuals in need.

SFC meets as needs arise to submit paperwork and reports to the Foundation.  The officers include a Chairman, Secretary, and the treasurer.

In our first year 2000-01 we teamed with Teens That Care and raised $3046 to donate to the Make-a-Wish Foundation. We also met with students at the Radisson from 6 other school districts to network and gain useful information for our committee.

In 2001-02 our Make-A-Difference Day Money War raised $3000+. We applied to the Foundation for $2500 and donated to both the Red Cross and the Salvation Army.

In 2002-03 our project took a drastic turn as the tornado hit Clark and we voted to direct our money war funds to the Borough of Clark. Our total giving was $5989.05. We applied for $2500 in funds from the Foundation so that our total would equal $8489.05. 

In 2004-05 our Money War funds of $2059 helped fund the Sharpsville Schools Helping Hands and the Make-A-Wish Foundation. Helping Hands contributes to our own community members during illnesses and tragedies. We also applied in the spring for funds of $441 to help with the Keystone Blind Association for their Disney summer trip and to Animal Appeal. 

In 2005-06 another hurricane destroyed the Gulf coast and our funds from the money war of $5218.69 was matched to provide both the Salvation Army and the American Red Cross with donations of $4327. 

In 2006-07 our group applied for matching funds for eight different organizations helped by the TTC club of $1345. The organizations included the Red Cross, Alzheimer’s Assoc., Heart Assoc., Cystic Fibrosis, Helping Hands of Sharpsville, Leukemia Society, Keystone Kids (Blind Assoc), and the American Diabetes Assoc. 

In 2007-08 our group participated in a fundraising campaign which raised over $600. We donated the funds to the American Diabetes Foundation.

In 2008-09 we donated $50 to Whispering Oaks Operation Christmas Campaign for purchasing items for the soldiers’ packages. We also participated in the Day of Caring Canned food drive and collected over 1500 items for the local food pantry and making cards to send overseas. Prince of Peace visited after school to explain some of the programs they could use volunteers with.
2009-10 we have been busy with a yearlong fundraiser and helping the United Way with the L.U.V Club shirts. We raised $396 at the high school level. We also raised $150 for the Red Cross Disaster Fund called “Dollars for Disasters” during one day. We are currently selling pens, mechanical pencils and lead refills as our yearly fundraiser. Participating in a bowl-a-thon for the Price of Peace Center in Farrell is next.
