SPANISH CLUB CONSTITUTION


Article I. – Name of the organization


The name of the organization is Spanish Club.

Article II. – General purpose

The purpose of Spanish Club is to help students enjoy the learning of a foreign language as well as to develop a more well rounded understanding for another county’s culture and to expose the school and community to the Spanish language and culture.

Article III.  – Membership and Eligibility

This club is open to any student grades 10-12 who has the desire to learn about and enjoy the Spanish language. They must write a paragraph in Spanish about themselves and then they are eligible to join Spanish Club. Participation and eligibility in the club follows the P.I.A.A. guidelines stated in the student handbook.  Page 26 of the handbook states, “A student who is ineligible for the first time during the school year can go to dances, club activities, and club meetings.  The second time and every time after that, the student forfeits all rights to participate and therefore, will be barred from all activities.”  Any student acting in a way that is not acceptable during a meeting may be ejected from the meeting.  The second offense is permanent removal from the club roster. Active club participation credit for the year is based upon the active/in-active policy in Article IV.

Article IV. – Active/In-Active policy

All members are expected to attend as many meetings as possible.  

Only active members may participate in club activities.

A member of Spanish club is considered active as long as they have fewer than 4 unexcused missed meetings.  Therefore after 4 unexcused missed meetings you will be considered in-active and taken out of the club. Submitted written excuses of excused absence will count towards attendance.  Excused absences include SOS, meeting with another teacher, sports, other clubs (without excessively missing), a death, sickness, medical / dental appointment.  Unexcused absences include not having a ride home, not feeling like coming to the meeting, work, and continual absence due to other club or extra-curricular activities.

Members will receive either verbal or written notification of changes in their status.

Article V. - Officers


All officers must be active in the club for at least one year. Each officer will head a committee as well as the following: 

President:

1. Open and close each meeting.

2. Reside over all meetings and events.

3. Communicate with the advisor about any problems, suggestions.

4. Must turn in a written agenda before each meeting.

Vice-President:

1. Take attendance at each meeting.

2. Keep track of each member’s eligibility and notify them as such.

3. Reside over meetings and events if the President is not able to do so.

Secretary:

1. Keep minutes at all meetings.

2. Read minutes from previous meetings.

3. Notify club members and school about upcoming events.

Treasurer:

1. Keep track of all finances.

2. Handle all fundraising.

3. Sign deposit slips and purchase orders.

These offices are to be elected by nomination of individual members and then passed by a majority vote of the club.

Article VI. - Meetings

Spanish club meets on the 2nd and 4th Wednesday of each month.  Meetings may be added or subtracted as necessary.  Each meeting should consist of the following parts.

1. President calls the meeting to order.

2. Secretary reads the minutes from the last meeting.

3. Treasurer reads the treasurer’s report.

4. Updates

5. Committee meetings
