Family and Consumer Science is an introductory course designed to help students develop everyday living skills.  Basic life management skills will be taught to help students function and prosper as responsible teens and in their independent, post-secondary lives.

Class meets 5 days per week, 1 period a day, for 180 days.  Students will be awarded 1 credit for successful completion of this elective course.  The course is divided into 9 week segments with grades being given each 9 weeks.  Grades will be based on attendance/participation, completed projects, labs, homework, and in-class assignments.
